Behavioral Health Intervention Services (BHIS) are skill building interventions that alleviate behaviors and symptoms associated with a mental health disorder such as: 


Losing one’s temper


Arguing with adults


Actively defying requests


Refusing to follow rules


Deliberately annoying other people


Blaming others for misbehavior


Testing limits and pushing boundaries


Being rejected by peers


Witnessing drug use or domestic violence


Has low self- esteem


Engaging in delinquent behavior


Has severe mood changes


Distractibility  ( ADD, ADHD)


Significant  change in body weight


Persistent sadness or irritability


Has difficulty in relationships
